GOD revealed Himself as I AM to Moses 

 

 

REMEMBER VERSE 
 

 
“Do you not know?  

Have you not heard? 

The LORD is the everlasting GOD,  

The Creator of the ends of the earth. 

He will not grow tired or weary, 

And his understanding no one can 

fathom.” 

 
Isaiah 40:28 

DID YOU KNOW?? 
Share these facts to get the conversation started: 

 

 When GOD revealed His name to Moses in 
Exodus 3:14, He said, “I AM WHO I AM [Ehyeh-
Asher-Ehyeh].” 

 By making Himself known through the name 
Ehyeh-Asher-Ehyeh, GOD revealed that He 
exists, has always existed, and will always exist 
(in contrast to the Egyptian gods who did not 
exist). 

 The name Jesus (Yeshua) means “YHWH is 
salvation.” In Jesus, Ehyeh-Asher-Ehyeh 
became a man in order to fulfill His covenant 
promise. 

 In the New Testament, Jesus indicated that He 
was YHWH by calling Himself “I AM” - for 
example, in John 8:58, “Before Abraham was 
born, “I AM!” Through this and other 
confessions, Jesus revealed Himself as the 
everlasting Ehyeh-Asher-Ehyeh—the Lord of all.
