REMEMBER VERSE

DID YOU KNOW?? 
Share these facts to get the conversation started: 

 

 Many of the images of the Passover feast point 

to Jesus. 

 GOD commanded the Israelites to kill and eat a 

perfect lamb. Similarly, only through Christ’s 

perfect life and His death can we be saved. 

 GOD commanded the Israelites to put the lamb’s 

blood on the sides and tops of the doorframes of 

their homes. By doing this, the Israelites affirmed 

their belief that GOD would save them by the 

blood of the lamb. In the same way, we actively 

submit to Christ in order to be saved by His 

blood. 

 To commemorate this moment, GOD instituted 

Passover - a meal that both reminded the 

Israelites of their liberation as well as pointed 

toward Jesus, the Lamb of GOD whose blood 

takes away the sins of the world (John 1:29).
