DID YOU KNOW?? 
Share these facts to get the conversation started: 

 

 GOD never failed to keep His covenant promises 
- and that included giving His people their initial 
inheritance in the land. 

 When Moses died, GOD, in His sovereign 
timing, appointed Joshua to “lead these people 
to inherit the land [He had sworn] to their 
ancestors to give them” (Joshua 1:6). 

 GOD commanded Joshua not to plan strategies 
or lead armies because GOD Himself would do 
that. Instead, Joshua was to meditate on GOD’s 
Word and model this for the Israelites. 

 Joshua modeled for the people how to follow 
GOD’s instructions.
