Hundreds of years after King David, King
Ahab ruled over Israel. The Bible says that
King Ahab “did more evil in the eyes of the
LoRrD than any of those before him” (1 Kings
16:30).

Because of King Ahab’s choices, GOD sent a
drought over all of Israel that would prepare
His people’s hearts for the contest on Mount
Carmel - a competition to prove, once again,
that GOD is the one and only.

GOD answered Elijah in the contest by
sending fire from heaven and burning up the
sacrifice that Baal could not consume.

After this contest, GOD sent rain at Elijah’s
request, showing that He - not Baal - controls
the weather.
