DID YOU KNOW?? 
Share these facts to get the conversation started: 
 

 The book of Esther records the founding of the 
Feast of Purim, a feast that celebrates how 
GOD used Esther to save His people from the 
schemes of the wicked Haman. 

 In Esther 9, we read that Purim is celebrated 
“annually [on] the fourteenth and fifteenth 
days of the month of Adar as the time when 
the Jews got relief from their enemies, and as 
the month when their sorrow was turned into 
joy and their mourning into a day of 
celebration” (vv. 21-22). 

 Instead of this date being one of genocide for 
GOD’s people, it became a day of victory.
