 DID YOU KNOW?? 
Share these facts to get the conversation started: 
 

 In Luke 12, a man asks Jesus a question about 
an inheritance. As He often does, Jesus sees 
through the question to the real issue simmering 
behind the scenes: The issue of worry. Jesus 
offers the man freedom from worry.  

 Jesus tells a parable about a rich fool solely 
focused on material possessions. The rich fool 
wanted more and more possessions to secure 
his own future - placing his trust in himself, rather 
than in GOD.  

 Trust essentially means leaving the matter in the 
hands of GOD - and if He is sovereign, truly in 
control, then there’s no reason for us to be 
anxious. GOD has an amazing track record of 

providing for His people.
